I reside within the County of Sacramento boundaries and appreciate the time and great effort
you, our local governments and our community members have put in to creating this plan. I
am asking you to revise or deny the plan in it's present form, until it includes and
addresses the following:
1.  Removal of all funding for the Southeast Connector. This project will benefit some county
residents and many out of county residents, but mostly this project will be growth inducing.
It benefits mostly the new developments that will add and compound suburban sprawl and
poor air quality that is already detrimental to our quality of life. If it's so important let the
Developers pay for it before all the new homes and businesses are built.
2. $63 million is not nearly enough for the American River Parkway. This amount needs to at
least be doubled if we are going to preserve, maintain and protect this amazing gem. It
undergoes an extremely high volume of use and funding for not just trail maintenance but
taking care of the habitat is very necessary. This amount of funding is woefully inadequate.
3. Where are the social justice and equity expenditure policies that should accompany
implementation? Why are there so few Sac County projects in South Sacramento? Why is
Fruitridge Road not on the project list for needed pedestrian and other mobility projects?
These and many other areas in our disadvantaged communities have high need for pedestrian
and bicycle and landscaping projects. I see no discussion whatsoever in prioritizing these areas
of our communities to bring these roads and public right of ways up to par with other areas of
the county. Even in areas of Arden-Arcade complete streets and speed management programs
need to be implemented to accommodate the large amount of immigrants that make their
homes in Sacramento, and are forced to walk and bike to access needed services. An equity
lens in prioritizing projects is critical if where going to truly address our transportation and
mobility needs.
4. Why is the Dry Creek Parkway not on the list? With the popularity of the American River
Parkway, another developed parkway needs to be provided to take the burden off ARP. Dry
Creek Parkway already connects many north Sacramento communities but many don't feel
that it's safe, because it's not maintained and key connections are missing. 

A plan of this scope needs to look at the present and the future and factor in the human being
element and quality of life. These projects also need to be designed and built in a way to
address multiple problems and sustain us for decades to come. While GHG reductions are
mentioned there's not nearly enough emphasis placed on urban greening and heat island
reduction programs that should be mandatory in all projects. For these reasons and more I ask
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that this plan be modified to reflect the concerns addressed or not approved.  Thank you for
the opportunity to comment.

It's gratifying to read that the County is considering a half cent sales tax increase to improve
roads and transit. I'd urge you to adopt this. 

I know some oppose spending money on transit because it's so un-serviceable as currently
configured in Sacramento County. Suburban sprawl densities are too low to provide enough
riders within a walk of the stops, and the County's street design offers little or nothing in the
way of pedestrian amenities. Sidewalks are often discontinuous, and adjacent to fast-flowing
traffic. Given those circumstances, regional transit is designed-to-fail, and working as
designed.

In the above photo of a transit stop at Kenneth & Greenback, no sidewalk connects the transit stop to any 
neighbors. Potential transit riders must stand on the gravel shoulder next to fast-flowing traffic without 
even the benefit of a curb to protect them from cars that might stray into the shoulder. I wish I could say 
this is uncommon, but unfortunately, it’s not. 

It's unnecessary, too. About half a block away from the Kenneth and Greenback stop, there's an actual 
destination (a health club / medical office building) with a turnout where a bus could pull out of traffic, 
vertical curbs and wide sidewalks. Across the street from that health club is a retirement home and Winco 
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supermarket that could provide riders and/or destinations for transit. But there's no transit stop at that 
location. 

If Sacramento's transit were not designed to fail, like the above stop, it would likely be better used, and 
people would understand the need to fund it. In fact transit systems throughout the world, even in third 
world countries like Brazil and Bolivia, pay their own way and do not need subsidies like ours, when the 
design support exists. The low density and lack of pedestrian amenities makes failure the most likely 
option here, though. 

Continued long commutes without the option of transit increase CO2 emissions. Fully used transit is 
cheaper too--about one eighth the cost per passenger mile of single-occupant autos. Add to that the fact 
that the fastest growing demographic in our population is adults older than 85. How eager are you to 
encounter them piloting their cars as you're driving down the road?

The consequences of the additional CO2 from those autos are not pretty, either:

There's nothing saying California couldn't have conflagrations like those pictured above in
Australia. Heck we already burned Paradise, Calfornia to the ground thanks to the global-
warming-fueled drought that made Australia's and our forests into tinder.

The County could remedy the above shortcomings of transit-friendly development by
supporting more multi-family development in suburbs--like four- or eight-plexes instead of
duplexes at the corners, even in low-density building, for example. The County could also
encourage redeveloping commercial properties to include residences above or beside the
stores. This could provide transit hubs if the pedestrian-friendly Complete Streets requirement
for new development were included. 

Redeveloping malls like this could revive failing commercial sites, and provide more
affordable housing, while providing the transit customers that sprawl development so actively
discourages with its low densities and poor pedestrian amenities. The owner of Arden Fair
even mentioned such mixed use as a potential option for the future as he announced
Nordstrom's closing in today's paper.

I'd also urge you to approve funding for a public bank. Roughly half of the cost of large
infrastructure projects proposed with that sales tax increase goes for financing. There's no
sense in sending all that money to Wall Street if we could recycle it locally. There are many
other uses for public financing, too. For example, Supervisor Frost has complained in her
newsletter about how low Sacramento County's reserves are. A public bank could provide a
line of credit that would enhance or supplant those reserves.



Finally, I'd urge the Supervisors to endorse the "split roll" proposal that will be on the
November ballot. This would provide an additional $11 billion in annual tax revenue statewide
by closing an egregious loophole in proposition 13. 

The loophole says commercial property will only be reassessed if more than 50% of the
property changes hands. So Michael Dell (of Dell Computers) can buy a Santa Monica hotel,
split title between himself, his wife and a corporation he controls, and the sale does not update
the property tax assessed to current values. 

Throughout the state lots of properties have taken advantage of this loophole and are, in effect,
still assessed at 1978 values, plus a modest inflation adjustment, even though price increases
of real estate have far exceeded that adjustment. Proponents of the split roll measure estimate
the lost revenue at $11 billion annually. 

This tax would not impair businesses either. If a new business wants to build its own facility,
it would pay a higher property tax in the current setup. That setup is as likely to impair
business as it is to support it.

I recently saw a political sign in my neighborhood that said it supported "Any Sensible Adult,
2020." I urge you to be those adults.

Pursuant to Item #11, I am requesting that this message be read
into the meeting record for next week’s planned meeting
regarding Measure A:
 
The following is a nonexclusive list of reasons of why I am urging
the Sacramento Transportation Authority and others to vote NO
on Measure A:
 

1. I have been a resident of Sacramento County for
approximately 20 years and I have been business owner in
Sacramento County for approximately 11 years.  Currently, I
reside in North Natomas, where I have lived for almost 17
years.  As you know, the localities in Sacramento County
each have their own tax rate.  Ours in North Natomas is the
highest in the range at a ridiculous 8.75%.  The state where
I was raised has a sales tax rate of 6%, and I believe it has
been that rate since I was born through present day.  Here
in Sacramento, this was already raised by 1% several years
ago.  We don’t need it raised again because government
officials can’t budget their spending. 
 

2. We are already overtaxed, which makes it difficult to live in
the area and to operate a business.  We pay Federal income
tax, State income tax, Mella Roos taxes, levy repair taxes,
business license taxes, pet taxes, home alarm taxes, taxes
on my business equipment, self-employment tax, gas taxes,
and an already-high sales tax, just to name a few.  These
taxes compound and we are paying COMPOUNDING taxes. 
For example, we pay about 40% in Federal and State income
taxes, leaving us with only 60% of what we earned.  When I
buy something for my business, I pay another approximate
10% in sales tax.  I am then taxed yet again on the items in
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my business where I already paid sales tax and used after-
tax income to make the purchase.  So, I am taxed FOUR
times with business items (Federal income tax, State income
tax, sales tax and business assets taxes).
 

3. Due to the above, people and business owners are leaving
our state because the cost of living is too expensive. 
 

4. With the Corona virus, there couldn’t be a worse time to ask
people to pay MORE money of what little money they have to
survive.  For example, my business is suffering due to the
economic shutdown that is resulted from the Corona virus
and I need all the funds I can to pay my business expenses
and to support my family.  Increasing taxes will only hurt
everyone who is trying to survive in these difficult times. 
Isn’t it common sense to not take more money from people
who are forced to earn less money??
 

5. Due to most of us earning less income, the people have been
forced to prioritize their spending, such as for food, house
bills/shelter and other bare essentials.  Government officials
should be doing the same.  Measure A is the government
officials’ easy way out…at the expense of the people, and this
is not fair to the people.  Government should be budgeting
just like all of us.  I’d like to have more money too for
various things, but I can’t just force people to give me more
money.  The government should be no different, and the
officials should be running our government like a business,
just like I do.
 

6. Consumers and businesses will look to other areas that have
less sales tax to make their purchases, especially large
ones.  I have already done this myself due to the fluctuating
sales tax rates in the various Sacramento County areas.
 

7. As I alluded to above, business and jobs will leave the
County.  I personally know people that have already
expressed an interest in moving to another state because of



California’s already-high taxes, or they have already done
so.  The same will happen on a county level.  I even know
someone who said he had to move from my area in North
Natomas because of excessive taxation. 
 

8. We are already paying for two other transportation taxes. 
 

9. Proportionally speaking, there is only a small percentage of
Sacramento residents that will benefit from the projects
being outlined for Measure A.
 

10. In voting for years, I see these various measures go on the
ballots.  They are written to focus on all the “great” things
they will provide…better transportation, better roads, better
schools, better water, and the list goes on.  What people
don’t seem to understand is how these things will get paid. 
Politicians and lobbyists sell the cost by what is perceived to
be a “small” tax.  However, once these are approved, they
almost never revert.  And, they all add up, hurting the hard-
earning taxpayers. 
 

In summary, Sacramento residents are already over-taxed. 
Increasing taxes will only hurt residents, particularly during
these tough economic times.  I am hopeful that I see future
measures to DECREASE our taxes so the cost of living in our
area is more manageable.

Let me introduce myself please.  I am Bruce Lee, President of the Sacramento
Taxpayer Association (SacTax), and I wanted to connect to encourage you to vote
NO on Measure A this Thursday at the Sacramento Transportation Authority (STA)
Board Meeting.  SacTax is an organization designed to monitor local government and
to represent the interest of taxpayers in the conduct of governmental affairs.

Members of the Sacramento Taxpayers Association are opposed to Measure A for a
variety of reasons; but above all, Sacramento County residents are struggling to keep
their heads above water due to COVID-19 pandemic, along with its resultant shut
down of the economy, and the last thing they need is another tax increase.

Sacramento County paid for polling that clearly indicated that the citizens would be
willing to vote for a tax increase if the funds were primarily used to fix the roads. 
However, that polling was completed prior to COVID-19, and unfortunately only
about 20 percent of Measure A dollars would be spent “directly” on roads over the
next 40 years.  Our roads are currently deteriorating at an accelerated rate that will
significantly outpace funding for repairs from Measure A -- and that's without even
considering the likely downward adjustments for projected revenues due to COVID-19
and a slower economy.

Frankly, taxpayers are LIVID about the proposed Measure A.  As just one
example, below is a well thought out memo of opposition by one resident, Attorney
Bryan Ginter, whose forwarded message was sent to me.  He outlines numerous
rational, well spoken reasons for opposing Measure A.

The following is a nonexclusive list of reasons of why I am urging the
Sacramento Transportation Authority and others to vote NO on Measure A:
 

1.      I have been a resident of Sacramento County for
approximately 20 years and I have been business owner in
Sacramento County for approximately 11 years.  Currently, I
reside in North Natomas, where I have lived for almost 17 years. 
As you know, the localities in Sacramento County each have
their own tax rate.  Ours in North Natomas is the highest in the
range at a ridiculous 8.75%.  The state where I was raised has a
sales tax rate of 6%, and I believe it has been that rate since I
was born through present day.  Here in Sacramento, this was
already raised by 1% several years ago.  We don’t need it raised
again because government officials can’t budget their spending. 

 
2.      We are already overtaxed, which makes it difficult to live in
the area and to operate a business.  We pay Federal income tax,
State income tax, Mella Roos taxes, levy repair taxes, business
license taxes, pet taxes, home alarm taxes, taxes on my
business equipment, self-employment tax, gas taxes, and an
already-high sales tax, just to name a few.  These taxes
compound and we are paying COMPOUNDING taxes.  For
example, we pay about 40% in Federal and State income taxes,
leaving us with only 60% of what we earned.  When I buy
something for my business, I pay another approximate 10% in
sales tax.  I am then taxed yet again on the items in my business
where I already paid sales tax and used after-tax income to
make the purchase.  So, I am taxed FOUR times with business
items (Federal income tax, State income tax, sales tax and
business assets taxes).

 
3.      Due to the above, people and business owners are leaving
our state because the cost of living is too expensive. 

 
4.      With the Corona virus, there couldn’t be a worse time to
ask people to pay MORE money of what little money they have
to survive.  For example, my business is suffering due to the
economic shutdown that is resulted from the Corona virus and I
need all the funds I can to pay my business expenses and to
support my family.  Increasing taxes will only hurt everyone who
is trying to survive in these difficult times.  Isn’t it common sense
to not take more money from people who are forced to earn less
money??



 
5.      Due to most of us earning less income, the people have
been forced to prioritize their spending, such as for food, house
bills/shelter and other bare essentials.  Government officials
should be doing the same.  Measure A is the government
officials’ easy way out…at the expense of the people, and this is
not fair to the people.  Government should be budgeting just like
all of us.  I’d like to have more money too for various things, but I
can’t just force people to give me more money.  The government
should be no different, and the officials should be running our
government like a business, just like I do.

 
6.      Consumers and businesses will look to other areas that
have less sales tax to make their purchases, especially large
ones.  I have already done this myself due to the fluctuating
sales tax rates in the various Sacramento County areas.

 
7.      As I alluded to above, business and jobs will leave the
County.  I personally know people that have already expressed
an interest in moving to another state because of California’s
already-high taxes, or they have already done so.  The same will
happen on a county level.  I even know someone who said he
had to move from my area in North Natomas because of
excessive taxation. 

 
8.      We are already paying for two other transportation taxes. 

 
9.      Proportionally speaking, there is only a small percentage of
Sacramento residents that will benefit from the projects being
outlined for Measure A.

 
10.   In voting for years, I see these various measures go on the
ballots.  They are written to focus on all the “great” things they
will provide…better transportation, better roads, better schools,
better water, and the list goes on.  What people don’t seem to
understand is how these things will get paid.  Politicians and
lobbyists sell the cost by what is perceived to be a “small” tax. 
However, once these are approved, they almost never revert. 
And, they all add up, hurting the hard-earning taxpayers. 
 

In summary, Sacramento residents are already over-taxed.  Increasing taxes
will only hurt residents, particularly during these tough economic times.  I am
hopeful that I see future measures to DECREASE our taxes so the cost of
living in our area is more manageable.

I ask you to vote *NO* for the following reasons:
 

1. It is unconscionable to contemplate a tax increase while in the midst of an economic calamity
that may rival the Great Depression and has to date put almost 4 million Californians out of
work.

2. Sales taxes are highly regressive having a disparate impact on the residents of our community
that can least afford it.

Sacramento Wants to Boost Rail Ridership By
Banning Drive-Throughs and Gas Stations
Near Transit

The logic of the policy is perplexing.

Faced with falling ridership, American cities have been experimenting with increasingly
desperate measures to get people back onto buses and trains.

New York, which saw subway ridership plunge by 30 million trips from 2016 to 2017, is
cracking down on transit's competition, with politicians pondering a cap on the number of
rideshare vehicles allowed in the city and a mandatory floor for Uber and Lyft prices. Los
Angeles, where transit use is stubbornly stuck at about 5 percent of all trips, is spending
billions to build out its light rail network and cluster more development around transit stops.
Washington is investing in flashy marketing campaigns and a new merch shop to reverse its
Metro system's near 20 percent decline in ridership since 2012.

But Sacramento has the most creative approach. Absurd, but creative. City staff there are
drafting an ordinance that would ban building new gas stations, drive-throughs, and other
auto-related businesses within a quarter mile of any of the city's 23 light rail stations. (Also to
be prohibited, for reasons unclear: marijuana cultivation sites.) Other businesses "not
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considered transit-supportive"—car lots, auto repair businesses, manufacturing sites,
wholesale outlets—would still be allowed, but only if the city grants them a special permit.

Preexisting businesses would be grandfathered in.

Though the plan is still in the early stages, the Sacramento Bee reports that it has already
attracted support from some city councilmen and from the Sacramento Regional Transit
(SacRT), which operates the city's buses and light rail network. "I'm encouraged that this will
attract new riders," SacRT head Henry Li tells the Bee.

How exactly this is supposed to attract new riders is a bit of a mystery.

Would a motorist really decide to switch to transit if using a drive-through window is not an
option, or would he instead just patronize a different fast-food joint that's further away from a
light rail station? Would someone really leave her car at home because she can't gas up near a
transit stop that she isn't using already?

If anything, this seems like it would further deter light rail by inconveniencing people whose
commutes involve a mix of transit and driving. It's fair to assume that fewer people will use
the 16 park-and-rides located at Sacramento's light rail stations if they can't get gas or food
anywhere nearby.

The way city planners explain it, booting businesses that cater to motorists will open up room
for new development that will better serve riders, thus boosting ridership.

"You wouldn't ride light rail to a gas station, but you would ride it to buy groceries, get a haircut or
have a meal," city planner Jim McDonald tells the Bee.

Yet the businesses targeted by this ordinance can and do cater to both transit-takers and
motorists alike. After all, restaurants with drive-through windows typically have dining rooms
too. And plenty of gas stations make money selling not just low-margin gas but soda, snacks,
and cigarettes.

Surely some businesses would think twice about locating near light rail if they knew that their
access to customers who drive will be curtailed. Serving a transit-only crowd probably doesn't
sound very enticing right now, given that the number of people using Sacramento's transit
system has been spiraling downward for years. In 2017 alone, ridership declined by about 10
percent.

That reflects a larger trend. In fiscal year 2009, the city's two light rail lines serviced an
average of 58,000 riders every weekday. By the end of fiscal year 2016, that number had
fallen to about 44,600 weekday riders, even though the city had opened a whole new light rail
line during that time. According to a study by the Cato Institute's Randal O'Toole, less than 3
percent of commutes are taken via transit in the Sacramento urban area.

Transportation works best when people can make real choices about what mode of travel
works best for them, and when businesses can dynamically respond to those choices. Policy
makers' role should be to facilitate these choices, not to try to reverse them—and especially
not with a measure as hamfisted as this one.

The better solution is to take actions that increase income and wealth for all levels of economic status. When this
happens people spend more money and more tax revenue flows into the treasury.  At a seminar on business finance I
once took from Peter Drucker, Ph.D., he advised against raising income by raising prices. He made the point that if
your profit margin is 5% you should increase business volume rather than increase the margin to 6% or more. His
point was that if your sales volume is $10,000 and your profit margin is 5% you will make much money if you
increase the volume to $100,000 rather than raising the profit margin to 6-7%.

This is not a time to raise money by increasing the tax rate. You will take in more revenue if you increase people’s
income and spending.
