ABANDONED VEHICLE ABATEMENT

SERVICE AUTHORITIES

CVC section 22710

Permits the creation of a
service authority for the
abatement of abandoned
vehicles in a county and the
imposition of a one dollar ($1)
vehicle registration fee.

CVC section 9250.7

The fee is collected by the
Department of Motor Vehicles
(DMV) and allocated to the
Authority by the State
Controller.



REVENUE USE + DISTRIBUTION

Revenue received by the Authority shall be used only for the
abatement, removal, and disposal of any abandoned, wrecked,
dismantled, or inoperative vehicles or parts thereof from private or

public property.

Revenue is distributed to the members on a quarterly basis by
formula.

Two Factor Formula

* relative population of the SAVSA entities (50%)
* relative number of abatements (50%)

THE SACRAMENTO ABANDONED VEHICLE SERVICE

CONCURRENTLY AS THE SACRAMENTO TRANSPORTATION
AUTHORITY GOVERNING BOARD.

Current SAVSA members include Cities of Citrus Heights, Elk Grove,
Folsom, Galt, Rancho Cordova, Sacramento and Sacramento County.

AVA PROGRAMS WERE INITIALLY AUTHORIZED FOR A
PERIOD OF TEN YEARS AND COULD BE EXTENDED IN
10-YEAR INCREMENTS THEREAFTER. THE BOARD
EXTENDED THE PROGRAM FOR AN ADDITIONAL TEN

YEARS IN 2001 AND IN 2011.

THE CURRENT SAVSA FEE PROGRAM
WILL EXPIRE ON APRIL 30, 2022.

- Reinstatement Fee (~ $31,000)
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
